To the Membership of Lodge 42

Moose International has notified all lodges in our fraternity that
our per-capita dues assessment will be increased by $12.00 per
year effective with the September 2008 billing cycle, and a
minimum of $2 per year for five years thereafter to meet our
financial responsibilities to Mooseheart and Moosehaven. This
translates to a total of $28 out of every dues payment of $45
goes to Moose Intl. leaving the Lodge with $17 to help operate
the Lodge. To give you a clearer understanding, the annual
amount will cover approximately 3 months of our electric bill.

The Board of Officers has determined that an increase in our
dues in the amount of $15 per year is now necessary. All Lodges
are planning to implement increases in their dues structure.
Since our Lodge has not had a dues increase in over 18 years,
an increase of $15 is not too difficult to understand and accept.
This amounts to a $1.25 a month.

There will be a special membership meeting called for a vote on
this matter in the very near future. | know initial reaction to any
increase is always negative but | believe all will understand that
this is a necessary move to help ensure ongoing Lodge
operations

We Need Offices Who Want to Be Fraternalists
By William B. Airey/ Director General

If you've seen my message in the February issue of Moose
Magazine you know That | get a lot of emails from members
dissatisfied with what's going on (or NOT going on) in their
Lodges and Chapter.

Why they write to me with this dissatisfaction is puzzling, at least
on the surface. After all—you, their officers are physically a lot
closer, and in theory much more accessible, and much more
equipped to deal with the issue, than | am. | can only conclude,
sadly, that they've either already presented their concerns to you,
and weren't satisfied—or, they simply presumed that a
conversation with their officers, or bringing up their concerns at a
meeting, wouldn’t result in a fair consideration of the issue they
wished to present. You should know that we routinely respond to
such writers that they need to take up the issue(s) at hand with
one or more of their officers, or at a Lodge meeting.

But—what happens if and when they do? Do you officers treat a
member’s request, or suggestion, or complaint, with courtesy and
due consideration (even when the ultimate answer isn’t the on
the member wanted)? Or, would one or more be likely to
respond: “That's the way we do it here; if you don't like it, find
another Lodge™?

Or, sometimes even worse, do you have officers who are officers
in titte only—nominated and elected just because they're buddies
of the Administrator, not to fulfill their prescribed responsibilities,
and allowing the Administrator to run the place as his personal
fiefdom?

Well, we've come to the time of year where such situations can
be rectified—nomination and election time. Each Lodge should
have a Nominating Committee formed by the last Lodge meeting
in February.

If you're a member of the Nominating Committee, you owe it to
you Lodge—and to the entire Moose fraternity—to seek out men
to want to run to true fraternal operation. That is, who want to
run a program of family activities, sports, recreational and meal
events that will increase revenue by getting more and more
members involved and into the Moose Center—not just by
catering to bar patronage. And who want to run a program of
Community Service that will build the Moose image locally, and
make your Moose Center an important factor in the life and
welfare of your community. And who believe in keeping a sharp
eye out for local families going through such rough times that
they may need the services of our Child City at Mooseheatrt.
What we do not need is a slate of officers whose primary (or
sole) interest is making sure they and their friends keep their
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Moose facility as an inexpensive place to get a beer or three. Or
officers who want to wear the medallion and have the title, but
who have neither the time nor the inclination to roll up their
sleeves and get thoroughly involved in the admittedly hard and
time consuming work, but often truly joyous work, of running a
fraternal operation.

We know it's not easy—but we at Moose International are here to
offer help, tips, and guidance in the process
