ENTER THE LODGE! 

There have been many questions about who is a qualified guest 
and how many times a qualified guest may come into our lodge 
or any lodge of the Order.  The following are excerpts from “The 
General Laws of The Loyal Order of Moose”. 
Chapter 50 – Private Lodge and Social Quarters Operation      
Section 50.2 – Admission Regulations – 
#2. Only the following persons may be admitted as a “qualified 
guest”  into the social quarters or home of any Lodge of the 
Order: 

A: A good standing lodge or chapter member’s immediate 
family . (Note: - There are no limits on the number of times 
a qualified family member may be admitted as a guest.) 

B. The lady friend of a good standing lodge member  or a 
gentleman friend of a good standing chapter member .  
(Note: There are no limits on the number of times a 
qualified lady friend or gentleman friend may be admitted 
as a guest.) 

C. A prospective member of the lodge or of the chapter may 
be admitted subject to the following: 

1) The prospective member is accompanied at all 
times by his or her sponsor. 

2) The prospective member is properly               
signed in as a guest . 

3) The prospective member shall not make any 
purchases . 

4) The prospective member shall leave when his or 
her sponsor leaves. 

5) The prospective member’s third visit  shall be 
for the sole purpose of attending an 
orientation or enrollment ceremony. 

#3.  All adult guests of members must be signed in as  a 
guest  and leave when the member leaves. 
#8.  Each member of the Order shall submit proof of 
membership when requested  by any member of the House 
Committee or its authorized person. 
#10.  The term “guest” includes non-member spouses.  A 
member who is not in good standing (i.e., in arrears on payment 
of dues, but not dropped) shall not enter any lodge except to pay 
dues.  A member not in good standing does not qualify t o be 
admitted as a guest.  
 
These are the Laws of the Order we must abide by to  
maintain our charter and tax status of a not-for pr ofit 
organization.  For more information on these subjects or other 
concerns, please contact any of the Lodge Board of Officers or 
The General Laws of The Loyal Order of Moose which are 
available from the Administrator or on-line at mooseintl.org and 
go to catalog.
