Objectives: 

·  Build a monetary based incentive system to 
promote educational development for the school 
age children (including grandchildren) who are 
related to members of Moose Lodge 42.  

·  Promote fiscal responsibility (savings) by allowing 
a financial organization to match our monetary 
contribution IF the minor opens a saving account 
with a community based bank (Monticello).   

·  Follow core principles of the Moose International 
by promoting educational excellence in our youth. 

Payouts Per Grade  (up to 6 core subjects) 
·  $ 1.00 for the highest grade achievable by the 

educational institution where the student is 
currently attending.  This is usually an “A” or an 
“O” (Outstanding). 

·  $ 0.50 for the second highest grade achievable by 
an educational institution.  This will usually be a 
“B” or an “S” (Satisfactory) 

·  $ 0.25 for the third highest grade achievable by an 
educational institution. This will usually be a “C” or 
an “On Grade Level”. 

·  Students who achieve the “Honor Roll” (GPA of 
3.0 or higher) will be awarded an additional $2.00.  

·  If the student receives the highest grade 
achievable in all core subjects, they will be given a 

bonus dollar amount to bring their total monetary 
award up to $10.00 . 

Attendance - These awards will be given regardless of the 
grades received for that quarterly grading period: 

·  $ 2.00 will be awarded for any student with perfect 
attendance for any given school quarter.   

·  $ 3.00 will be awarded for any student with perfect 
attendance for 2 consecutive quarters. 

·  $ 5.00 will be awarded for any student with perfect 
attendance for 3 consecutive quarters. 

·  $ 10.00 will be awarded for any student with 
perfect attendance for an entire school year.   

·  Students that are home schooled must provide a 
calendar with their instructors initials or signature 
for each calendar day that they have attended.

Frequently Asked Questions 

·  Q:  I would like to volunteer.  How can I help 
around the lodge?
