MONA'S FRUIT PIZZA

I. CRUST: 1 pkg. sugar cookie dough — lightly butter a
10x15 cookie pan. Let dough become a little soft, and
place on pan. Cover with wax paper, and roll to %4”
thickness to fill in pan.

Bake at 350 until lightly browned. Cool.

II..GLAZE: 1c. orange juice ¥ c. water

Y, c.lemon juice 1c.sugar 3 TBcornstarch dash of
salt Mix ingredients in sauce pan and cook until thick and
shiny, stirring continuously to prevent scalding. Cool.

[ll. SAUCE: 40z. Cool Whip 80z Cream Cheese
Y% c. sugar 1 TB vanilla

Beat cream Cheese and sugar. Add vanilla, and fold in

Cool Whip. Spread evenly over cooled cookie “crust”.

Arrange fruit evenly (and closely) over sauce. The secret
to a professional looking pizza is the presentation of the
colors and shape of the fruit.. | start with pineapple slices
halved, blueberries in the little bottom gap, kiwi sliced
thinly, strawberries halved lengthwise go next, banana
slices next, mandarin orange segments on the next row ,
grapes, halved lengthwise and placed end to end, and
finally a row of blueberries for the center. Turn the pan
around and repeat sequence starting from other side.
Fresh peaches may be used, or any preferred ripe fruit.
Get creative and enjoy!

Using brush, spread glaze gently over fruit, covering
evenly, The above recipe makes a little more than you will
probably use. But you want a generous and complete
glaze over your fruit. Place in fridge and cool at least 3-4
hr. Cut in approx 35 serving pieces.
NOTE: When | make this for large crowds, | use 3 rolls of
dough for the large commercial baking tins. | suggest you
start small the first time you make this, then graduate to
the larger crowds. It'll be easier than you think, and sit
back and listen to the mmmmmms.
