We all take pride in the accomplishments 
that our children achieve in school, and the 
Moose will be honoring all students from 
grade school to high school with an end of 
semester party at the lodge, with awards to be given to 
students who have done well and put forth the effort to 
achieve above average grades. 

Objectives: 

·  Build a monetary based incentive system to 
promote educational development for the school 
age children (including grandchildren) who are 
related to members of Moose Lodge 42.

Payouts Per Grade (up to 6 core subjects)

·  $ 0.50 for the second highest grade achievable by 
an educational institution.  This will usually be a 
“B” or an “S” (Satisfactory) 

·  $ 0.25 for the third highest grade achievable by an 
educational institution. This will usually be a “C” or 
an “On Grade Level”. 

·  Students who achieve the “Honor Roll” (GPA of 
3.0 or higher) will be awarded an additional $2.00.  

·  If the student receives the highest grade 
achievable in all core subjects, they will be given a 
bonus dollar amount to bring their total monetary 
award up to $10.00. 

Attendance - These awards will be given regardless of the 
grades received for that quarterly grading period: 

·  $ 2.00 will be awarded for any student with perfect 
attendance for any given school quarter.   

·  $ 3.00 will be awarded for any student with perfect 
attendance for 2 consecutive quarters. 

·  $ 5.00 will be awarded for any student with perfect 
attendance for 3 consecutive quarters. 

·  $ 10.00 will be awarded for any student with 
perfect attendance for an entire school year.   

·  Students that are home schooled must provide a 
calendar with their instructors initials or signature 
for each calendar day that they have attended.

Occasionally, the website gets a variety of different 
questions, and considering I have a half of a page to fill, 
this seems like a great place to put them. 

·  Q:  Can I rent the Main Hall and how much is it? 

·  A:  The Hall is available for private party rentals based 
on the current calendar of events.  The fee for 
using the hall is $200.00 per event plus a $100 
refundable security deposit. 
  

The exterior pavilion (also known as the Blue 
Bucket Saloon) is also available for private 
functions with a fee of $50.00 plus a $50 
refundable security deposit. 
 

Rental of either facility entitles you to use of the 
space as well the ability for you to provide food 
and non-alcoholic beverages for your guests.  All 
alcoholic beverages MUST be purchased from the 
lodge.   

·  Q: How much does it cost to advertise my 
business in Moose Tracks? 

·  A: Advertisements are usually submitted in the form 
of a business card which is then scanned and 
placed into a 1x2 inch section at the beginning or 
end of the publication.  The cost is $35 for 12 
publications or 1 year, which ever is greater.  
Booster (private individual) subscriptions are also 
available at a rate of $10.  These funds go directly 
to help support the publication of this newsletter 
and the website.
