A Matter of Interest  

There has been a lot of talk and misinformation about why 
some actions are being done and I hope this will clear up 
the situation. 

Moose International is classified in the IRS Tax Code as a 
501(c) (8), a Fraternal Beneficial Society organization. As 
a chartered unit of Moose International, Mandarin Lodge 
42 enjoys the benefits of Moose International’s IRS 
designation. This classification provides benefits of 
exemption from federal income taxes, within certain 
limitations and rules.  

All government rules and regulations regarding the 
conduct and operation of all organizations and/or social 
quarters shall be strictly observed. Among those rules as 
published in the General Laws of Moose International are: 

All adult guests of members must be signed in as a guest 
and leave when the member leaves. 

The term “guest” includes spouses that are not members. 

Only members can make purchases, no guest can make a 
purchase. 

The reason a card must be shown is to identify you as a 
member whose dues are current and to insure that guests 
are not making purchases. It does not matter if everyone 
knows you, they don’t know if your dues are current. If 
your dues are not current, you should not be in the lodge 
since you are not a member in good standing. 

Violations of these rules place our Lodge in jeopardy of 
losing our Charter, which means no more Mandarin 42. 
Believe me, there are documented cases where this has 
happened. 

All members and guests should understand this and be 
willing partners in ensuring that we all follow the rules. For 
further clarification, read the article in the August 
Moosetracks. I hope this helps. If you have any questions, 
please see me or another Officer of the Lodge to get your 
questions answered.
